The operations coversd are those of the Seventh Adir Foroe
from the beginning of the campaign in the Gilberts in November
1943 to the establishment of Army Air Foroces, FPacific Ocesn ~ °
Aressx on 1 August 1944. Prior to November 1943 the Seventh
Alr Fores had boen largely a holding forom for the defenas of
tho Heweiien Islands. In that month, however, it assumed the
offenaive spd during tha peried in question furnished an
imporient mmber of the land=-besed alroraft utilized in the
westward sweep of ocur leand, sewm, and air forces from the
Gilberts to the Merimnas.

1ike other AAF Historicel Studies which hawve heen produced,
this iz to be oconsidered es a first narrative snd is subjeot
to revision as edditionel information becomes availadle. "This
pertiocular narrative is based exolusively on materials available
in files of the Beventh Air Force.

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Chapter X

THE GILBERIS

In November 1943, United States forces assumed the offensive in

the Central Pacific. Prior to this {ime, they had of necessity limited

bognt e Y

~“their activity to defensive operationg, broken by an occasional foray
into enemy territory.l During this period, however, there had &glso
been a marshaling of strengih in preparation for the sustzined offensive

that was to qcome.

The first obJective in this offensive wzs the selzure and oceupa-

tion of the Japanese-held islands of Tarawa, lakin, and Apamama in the

Gilberts, some 2,000 miles south and west of Oahu, For this operation,
known by the code name GALVANIC, a formidable array of sea, land, and
air puower wWas assembled under the comrpand of Vice Adm. R. A. Spruance,
Commsnder of the Central Pacific Force (COMGENPAC), United States
Pacific Fleet,? All shore-based aircraft committed to the operation
wore vplaced under the command of Rear Adm., J. H. Hoover (Task Force 57).
The Seventh Air Force was to provide Admiral Hoover with both heavy-
bombardment and fighter aircraft. The heavy bo;nbers were o be organ-
ized as a striking group {(Task Group 57.2) under the command of Maj.
Gen, Willis H, Hale, CO'nmanding General of the Seventh Alr Force; the
fighters were to be a part of ‘the Bllice Defense and Utility Group

(Task Group 57.4), under the command

of Brig, Gen. L. G. Morritt, UsyC.?

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The primary mission of the Seventh Alr Force during GALVANIC was
to attack enemy air bases at Tarawa, Makin, Mille, Maloelap, Jaluit,
and Nauru in order to deny their use by enemy aircraft. In addition,
the Seventh Alr Force was to assist in the defense of Iriendly bases,
parform search and photographic reconnaissance missions in the Gilbert—
Harshall area and approaches thereto, and prox;ide alr tra;xsport between
bases.b These operations were assigned to the VII Bomber Command, VII
Fighter Command, and the 19th Troop Carrier Sguadron. The VII Air
Force Service Command was to provide necessary service and administra-
tive facilities at the bases in the Phoenix and Ellice islands.’

These bases were located at Canton, Funafuti, Nukufetau, Nancme-a.,
and Baker, of which only the first two had been developed prior to the
GALVANIC operation. " Canton, largest and most northerly of the FPhoenix
group, had held an alr base since before the war, and had long been an
important stop-over on the z2ir route from Hawali “down undert, It had
also served as a staging base for-the sarlier Seventh éir‘Force opera-
tions against the Gilberts. On its narrow strip of land—100 to 500
yards wide--was an airfield consigting of two runways, 9,400 and 7,200
fest long. These guano and compacted coral-rolled strips were able to
provide accommodation for all types cf. aireraft at all times,

Funafuti, like Canton, had served both as a stop-over on flights
to the Southwest Pacific and as a staging base for operations against
the Gilberts.

Just as bases had to be coustructed before the air attack on the
Gilberts could be launcﬁéd, it was necessary also for the Seventh Air
Foree to obtain from outside sources part of the alrersft with which
to dc the job. In preparation for GALVANIGC, the Seventh's meager
bombardment strengbh-~-consisting only of the four squa@rons of the
veteran 1ith Bomb Group (H)--was asugmented in October 1943 by the
arrival of cne heavy bombardment group (the 30th) and one medium bome
vardment group (the Llst).?

By early Yovember the forward bases were prepared sufficienitly to
admit of use, albeit under primitive-ané trying cond%tions, and the
tactical orgenizations were assembled on Dahu in readiness for move-
ment into the Ellice and Fhoenix islands.

The 3eventh fir Force, then, had moved its advanced headquarters
24244 nevtical miles south and west of Cahu, Its units were scattered
over five islands, occupyiné an area stretching approximately 480 miles
from Funafuti om the south to Baker on the north, and approximately 740
miles from Canton on the east to Nanonga on the west.

The targets in the Gilbercs and Harshallﬁ;.to be struck from these
bases in the Ellice and Fhoenix isiands, ranged in distance from the
700 nautical miles.separating Funafuti and Tarawa to the 1,418 nautical

miles between Canton and Kwajzlein.

The most important of these targets was Tarawa, in the Gilberts, a

The Seventh Air Forcets original plan for carrying out its egsigned
mission of denying the enemy the use of his airfields called for the
following strikes by the aircraft of the VII Bomber Command:2>

The air attack began on 13 Hovember 1943 (D7) when 18 Bw=24's of
the 1lth Bomb Groub took off from Funafuti to attack Tarawa. They
dropped 126 x 20-lb. fragmentation clusters, and 55 x 500-1lb. GP bombs
from 8,500 and 15,000 feet respectively. Reburning to thafutli, the
crews observed fires burning for 60 miles at 15,000 feet. Cne airplane

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The conditions under which the heavy bombers oparated were far !

bases}for both the servicing and maintenance of the airplanes and the
comfort of the combab crews were primitive and often inadequate. -
Enemy aircraft contributed to the diffisulties of both alr and ground
crews by raiding-Nanomea on the night of 11 Noveiber, and Funafuti on
13 ¥ovember and 17 Fovembsr.32

The remoteness of eneny targets from the widely dispersed operating
bages required flights over some of the greatest distances attempted in
the war. The distance flown from home bases to objectives,ﬂ;nd raturn,
varied from 926 nautical miles o 2,408 nautical miles,>> All flighte
traversed great water distances with no intermediate landmarks. Both
the objectives and the home bases consisted of small lend masses, the
reaching of which required the most accurate navigation. Two opera-
tional problems that gave considerabls trouble were weather znd -
conmunications.ak Weather reports were unsatisfactory in that they

wera generally too brief and below standard accuracy. The V11 Bomber

Command felt that the causs for both unsatisfactory conditions was

znd the fact that Navy forecasts, which predominated, were toc brief,3?
Communieations at Funafuti appeared to be generally uneatisfactory-
the tower used unpublished transmission frequencies, and the erratic

and unstable operation of the range and homing stations made them un-

relisble as alds to navigation.?é

placed on the target, or the percentage of bombs dropped that hit the
target. On this basis, it was sstimated that the B-24's wers 78 per
cent offective.”® It has been pointed out, however, that such a _-
stand:a:rd of performance may be mislaading because it actually gives

no indication of the extent to which effecti;re ‘installa'bions have been
destroyed.hl Prior to E-hour and D-day, Tarawa had bsen subjected to
a terrific naval and serial bombardment, yot the Japs were able to
resist fanatically in their coconut-log dugouts for 72 bitter, bloody
hours. h ‘ ’

In confiection with the task of denying the enemy the use of his
airfields, the Army -u.r Forces Bvaluation Bosrd in the Pacifie COcean
Areas, headed by Brig. Cen. Martin F. Scaulon, USA, has pointed out
that neutralization could not possibly be maintained with the small force
of B=24's which, because of the leng distances from the most advanced
staging bases to the targets, were the only airplanes avaiiable which

were effective in this job.*% It was further pointed out that it was
such

" a matter of hours to repan.r Tunways/as the Japs used, bo retalld their

1light frame buildings, and to fly replaeemant glrcraft down through the
chain of mandated islands. For this reason » at.tac.ks would have had to
have been made almost dally to maintain complete neutr&zation. Under

In suwmmarizing the effact of air attacks prior tc the inwasion of
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Up to the time when assault and occupation of the ialands
began, complete nsutralication of the air facilities of theae
isiands had not been aceomplished, Certain Jap-held runways
had been kept serviceabla, storas of all sorts remained lntect,
and airplanes were still pressnt. The actual guarantee of
protection against'enemy air interference was brought about
by carries-borne fighters and bombers of the Naval task force
_accompanying the expedition.' Airplanes of this type that
participated in the cperaticn may have numbered as many as
four hundred dive and torpedo bombers and five hundred fighters.
In view of the prior hindrance to the Jap asir effort by the
meager but persistent work of the B-2is, ‘this pre-invasiocn
force was quite sufficient to eliminate all hostils air
activity in the Gilberts and prevent any reinforcement through
the-Marshalls. This done, the carrier groups proceeded to ’
render such close support to the assault iroops as was re-
cussted.
