Turing the period between the end of World War II and the beginning
of the war in Korea, the Alr Force, in conjunction with the Army, engaged
in & series of joint training exercises. These exercises were examined
in USAF Higtorical Study luber 80, Air Force Farticipstion in Joint
Lrpy-dir Foree Training Exercises, 19471950. Omitted from this monoe
graph were the joint amphibious exercises also conducted in the period
between the two wars, and it is these exercises that are the subject of
the present study.

The treatment of ‘the three msjor joint amphibious exercises held
during these years is both narrative snd analytical, It includes, for
each of the exercises, an account of planning and operations, followed
by an enalysis of findings. OSpecisl emphasis is placed on findirgs of
interest to the .Alr Force, and attention is focused on deficiencies and
problems relative to planning; to logistics; to reconnaissance, fighter,
bomberdment, and sirborne operations; and to communications and control.

In view of the significance of the problem of command relationships
in amphibious operations, this subject is treated separstely, in Chapter
V of this study.

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Chapter I

EXERCTISE 110UNTAIN GOAY

The first joint amphibious exercise held after the end of Vorld Var
11 was Exercise MOUNTAIN COAT, conductad in California in Hovember, 19L6.
Upon its reactivation in March, 1946, Sixth Army was \iesignated as the
Axrmy Ground Forces arency to conduct amphibiouws training of Army units
on the Pacific Coast. In June Tactical 4ir Command named Twelfth Air
Force as its representative an this training program. Over-all co-
ordination and control of the propram was the provinee of the Amphibious
Forces, Pacific Fleet. The culmination of this 1946 Preoific Coast
anphiblous training activity wus a joint Army-Havy exercise given the
code name IIOUNTLATH GOAT.1

The joint Army-lavy mission for the 1946 training program, including
Exercice MOUNIATH GCAY itself, was to prepare individuals and units ie
carry out coordinated assault landing opcrations. The primary cbjective
of Sixth Army was to bring cnhe reinforced infantry division to the combab
efficiency necessary for asmaulbd landing operations, and the secondary
objective was to develop a policy spplicable to Pacific Coast amphibions
op=raticng against a possible @newg;g Twelfth Air Force was given the
missions of cooperating with Sixth Army in training of its troops and
cooperabing with the Havy in support of amphibious operations. Vhile
carrying out these missions, Twelfth Air Force expected to train its
staff in the planninz of joint amphibious operations, to test new equip-

nent and new types of aireraft, and to develop neu tactics and techniques.

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Barly plemning for Exercise MUUNTAIN GOAT was confined to arrangements
between Sixth Army and the Navy for amphibious training of the 2d Infantry
Division, the major Army umit scheduled to take peart in the exercise. It
vas not until May 1946, at a conference in San Francisco between Genersl
Joseph W, Stilwell, Sixth frmy commander, Brig. Gen. John P. Doyle,
commanding genersl, Twelfth .A:.r Force, and representitives of the Navy,
that Twelfth Air Force was injected inte the planning for the exercise.

At this conference Genersgl Doyle explained that Twelfth 4ir Force was
prepared to assist Sixth Jrmy in its tralning program, and it was decided
that a hypotheticsl situvation should he drawn up in order to provide the
AAF with a logical target for the mse of its land-based tactical aviution.
At this time aglso Navy representatives discussed tentatively the amphibious
lift requirements for the exerciseﬁ

Plaming progressed slowly in July, bub it was speeded up by & serles
of conferences held in August. During the second week of July, Twelfth
Xir Foree and Sixth Army staff officers conferred and resched a decision
to employ skeleton defense forces, thus meking the situation more
realistic, perticularly from the standpoint of providing effective
training for reconnsissance uni.ts.s Tais meeting was followed during
the First week in Jdugust by a conference between General Doyle and Vice
Admiral frederick C. Sherman, commander of the Fifth Fleet, aboard the
Vickshurg at Coronedo, near San Diego. This was the first high-level
Air Forces-Navy conference; up to this time Bxercise MOUNTAIN GOAT, which
lacked any over-azll directive from the Joint Chiefs of Stafl, seems, like

topey, to have Wjust growed." In faet, it was at this conference that

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the ¥avy for the first time recognized that Twelfth .2ir Force wished
to take part in the exercise. Ihe Navy had conceived the exercize to be
in the nain a Fifth Fleet maneuver during which the amphibious lsnding
of the 24 Infantry Division would be worked in. Waen JAdmiral Sherman
learned that the AAF hoped to engege in the exoreise, he stated thet sl-
though he had authority to dezl only with Sixtn Army, he would ask his
superior, Jdmiral dohn H. Towers, Commgnder in Ghief, Pscific fleet, for
Hpermission for the Twelfth Air Foree to pa.r‘f,i.c::i.pearl:e."6

In an effort to clarify the role of Iwelfth Air Forece in the exercise
Genersl Doyle flew to Honolulw Qquring the second week in Lugust to confer
with Jdmwirgl Towsrs. At a conference between these two commanders and
apokesmen for Sixbh lArmy, a joint Army-Navy-ALF plan of action was agreed
upon, a plen which provided definitely for Twelfth Air Force to have a
share in the exercige.

Off to = slow stert, progress in plamming was speeded up considerably
during the third week of August when CGeneral Stilwell, kaj. Gen. Eiwood
R. Quesada, head of Tacticel Air Commard, ard Rear Admiral A.D. Struble,
commander fAmphibious Forces, Pacific Fleet, met in San francisco. Just
prior to this conference some doubt as to the Navy's part inm the exercise
was crezted by a message from the Chief of Naval Operations steting that
there would be no Fifth Fleet maneuver but that amphibious training of the
24 Infantry Division was to contlmme. The withdrawal of the Fifth Fleet
left some uncertainty as to participsiion of naval air in the exercise.
Thie situation was cleared up at this conference, when it was agreed that

naval and Marine air would take part. The ALF commitment, the conferees

;
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decided, would consist of Twelfth Adr Force units, reinforced by some
Linth LAir force units and by certain other Tactical Air Command units.

Also decided gt this conference was the troublesome problem of who
should have control of sircraft during the exereise. It was finelly
agreed that the Navy would control &1l aiccralft in the objective area
on Dwday and that AAF would assume control in D plus 1 (later changed to
give the Navy control on D-day end D plus 1, after which control would
be assumed by the #E).*v

Planhing continmed in September with a meeting at Coronado, California,
between tre TwelTth Alr Force commmications officer and representatives
of Sixth Jrmy, 2d Infantry Division, and the Favy to iron out matters
concerning redio freguencies to be used during the exercise. On 7 October
Maj. Gen. William D. Old, who had replaced Genergl Doyle es commanding
general of Twelfth Air Porce, visited Headguarters, Sixth Army, =t the
Pregidio of San Francisco, to confer on the egtablislmeut of an A_gressor
air situation cousistent with that contemplated by the havy. This
conference was followed by a meetinz, held at ithe rejuest of Sixth Army,
between staff officers of Twelfth .Mr Force and representatives of the
2d Infentry Division. Here Twelfth Air Force staff officerge-the A-2,
the A=-3 officer in charge of plans and training, the A-3, and the
comuunicstions officer--conferred with 24 Division steff officers and
worked out further defails concernding the conduet of the exercise.g

To orient its personnel who were scheduled to take part in the

exercise, Twelfth iir Force held three general briefings. On 30 October

On 14 November oll unit S-2 officers were filled
in on intellicerce matiers; and the same dsy Twelfth Lir Forece 42,

A-3, and communications officers gave a generzl briefing to 211 operstions
officers and flight leaders.9

Exercise MOUNTAIN GOAT, ag it evolved during the plarning phase, was
to consist of an emphibious assault on the beaches st Aliso Canyon, near
Cump Pendleton, Californiz,* followed by an overland attack across the
southwestern corner of the Pendleton reservation. Troops of the 2d Infaniry
Division were to be put ashore by ships of Amphibious Forees, Pacific
Fleet and were to be supported by Twelfth Air Foree and naval and Marine
air,

The principal Twelfth Air Force units slated to take part were the
1st Fighter Group, jthe 47th Bombardment Group (L) kight Attack, and the
12th Photo Reconnaissance Squadron. Iiinth Air Force units attached %o
Twelfth «ir Force for the exercise included the 20th Fighter Group, the
62d Troop Carrier Group, the 477th Composite Group,’z the 415th Bight
Fighter Squadron, the 16lst Tacticsl Reconnaissance Squadron, the 72d
Ldalson Squadron, and the 5024 Tacticszl Control Group.lo

For the Army the msjor unit involved wss the 2d Infentry Division,
minus the 38th Regimentel Combet Team. fmong the supporting units,

Gravwn from Sixth Army, were the 717th Tenk Battelionm, the 9lgt Chemical

Mortar Battalion, and a number of epecisl amphibious umits--the 4lst

To provide the smphibious 1ift for the 2d Division the havy furnished
nine APA's (sttack trensport); four #KA's (attack cargo ship); one 1SD
(larding ship, dock), carrying three LOT's (landing craft, tark); seven
IST's (landing ship, tank); nine ISM's (landing chip, medium); and one
AGC (zmphibious force flagship).lz For gunfire suppor:t the Liavy assigned
one heavy cruiser, ome light crulser, three destroyers, and four LSH (R)'s
(landing skip, medium, rocket) controlled by ome IC (¢F) (larnding craeft,
flotilla flagship).13 Naval air consisted of Carrier Air Groups 5 and
50; Marine air included Marine Air Groups (Mifi) 12 and 33. Bach group
was made up of two fighter sguadrons, and MIG 33 had in addition a
photographie squadron.u’

Representing Aggressor air were MiG 31 and the AAF's 415th Night
Fighter Squadron. A4cting as the .Aggressor ground force wes the lgt
Provisionsl Combrt Group, composed of the 1259th Engineer Combat Battalion
and the boat bzttelion of the 532d Engineer Boat ¢md Shore Hegiment .l5

In the hypobhetical situation constructed by the planners as a
goenario for the play of the exercise it was assumed th.i early in
1946 a coalition of Aggressor nations had made surprise lsndings on the
Pacific Coast of northern Mexico and had advenced into southwestern
United States. The Aggressor advance into California and Arizona was
checked in April, end he was then driven south alomg nis entire front.

In September ke had succeeded in settin; up defensive positions along

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. the San Gabriel, San Eernsrdino, and San Jacinto Mountains, with the
evident intention of holding Los .Zngeles and the soubhern California
coagtal plain.

Western .rmy Group, composed of Fifth and Sixth U.L. .rmies znd
supported by Tactical Air Command and Fifth Fleet, was assigned the
mission of recapturing United States territory held by the enemy and
destroying Agereswor forces within its zone of asction. .fis part of tuils
over~all opergbtion Sixth Army, in conjunction with Twelfth Air Force and
Amphibious Forces, Pacific fluet, was given the mission of recapturing
Log Angeles and destreoying Aggressor forces on the southern California
coastal plain.

To gecomplish this mission, Sixth Army planned to seize Los Angeles
by envelopment from the esst, to be carried out by VIL Corps atbacking

. in the general direction of Sen Bermardino and Leke mlalnore. This
envelopment was to be assisted by an ampldblious landing and a strong
feint from the sounth, the purpose being to drow Azgressor reserves awey
from the main effort by VIL Corps. The following code nanes were assigned

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The emphibious asszult vas to be made by the 2d Ilnfentry Division

(less tne 3¢th RCT) at the mouth of Aliso Ganyon, near Camp Pendleton.
The divigion was to land on D-day, seise the Comp Pendleton Alrficld by
D plus 1, and, depending om igrressor reasction, was to sdvance inland

in the direction of De Imz-Leke Elsinore.l?

In the ectuel tactical exercise, action was to be restricted to the
OILSEIN cperstion--the smobibious assault znd the subsequent push to the
northesst, Navy, Army, and A4F forces would teke part in the amphibious
phase, which vas to conbinue through U plus 1 :nd was to be followed by
tiree days of Jrry-ALF action sgsinst fgrressor ground and air forces.
Airborne cperstions were alsc to be worked into the problem; peretrcops
(simulated by dumies) were to be dropped on D=dey and D plus 3, and
aerial resupply and glider lendings and scatches were to be included on
a smell scalc:z.l8

For tke amphibious phase, navel cnd ground units were to be organized
as the Joint xpeditionary Forces (JEF). These forces were to be compoced
of imphibicus Group One and the l.nding foree, the former to be made up
of amphibicus shipping and supporting werships and the letter to be ccmposed
of the ground troops makirg the assarlt. Twelfth Alr force and Corrier
Division 17 would supply the gir support for the landing.

Resr Admirel A.D. Struble, commander Amplibious Forceg, Facific
Fleet, was to lead the JEF; Rear Jdmirel b.J. Hodgers, commender West
Goast lraining Group, wes to heed Jfmphibious Group One; and Maj. Gen.

P.W. ¥endall, 2d Infontry Livision commarder, was to command the landing
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force. Haj. Gon., ¥W.D. Cld, commsnder of Twelfth Air Force, was to head
the ALF vnits; snd nevel and llerine air were to be assigned to Carrier
Division 17, which wes to be commended by Captein Day.®

During the plannirg it was agreed that for the smphibious phase the
comnander, JEF would exercise overw-all cormuncd. Under him, the commander,
Luphibious Group One would be in direct command of the luinding force
during the afloat phase and until the landing force was esbeblished ashore.
Cnee it was established ashore, the landirg force would revert to commend
of Sixth Army.lg A1l air in the objective ares durirg the smphibious
phase would come under tine control of the commander, JbF.

World Ver II; thus it was possible for zircrft and warsioips to suppord
the landings with live bombs and ammunition. Frior to the landings aircraft
of the lst and 20th Fighter Groups, 47th Bomberdment Group, and 477th
Composite Group flew familiarization flights and practice missions.

During these practice landings, held on 21, 22, and 24 lovember,

these units engaged in pre-Hehour btombing, strafing, and rocket firinm .
Havy and Merire air slso supported the lendings, and all air was controlled
by the llavy's Tacticsl Lir Control Sqvadron One aboard the .46 lit. McKinley.
Unfortunstely, low cloud cover over Ssn Clemente seriously curtziled =ir

operatlons, and a mmber of strikes hed to be canceled.27

Exercise MOUBTZLIL COAT got underway zt 0330 on 25 November. After

air striles end navel gunfire hed softered up the beaches and sfter a
peratroop drop (simulated by Sropping dummies), assault clements of the

. 24 Infantry Division began their attack on the Aggressor-held mainlend at
4liso Cenyon. The division's 9th RCT vwent ashore in a column of battalions
on Green Eesch, and its 23d RGT landed with two battsalions abresst or the
adjacent Red Beach.28 There was 1ittle difficulty getting ashore since
the igeressor planned for omly a 1light defence of the beaches, pimrding its
hopes on a countergbtack tv be made lster by mobile reserves. Feach
deferses were mermed by the Azgressor 17th IOT (actually the 1259th
Engineer Combst Battalion), and the 127th FCT (actually the bost bettalion
of thke 5328 Engineer Boat and Shore Regiment) was held as a reserve force

for the counterattock. These units were under the direction of the
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Ageressor lst Frovisionsl Combab Group.*29

By 1700 hours on D-day the tuwo KCT's had overrun the Aggressor main
line of resistance and advanced to a point about three and one-half miles
inland.’t A sinilar gein on D plus 1 gave the atisckers possession of tie
Camp Pendleton Airfield, one of the main objectives of the landing; and
by mightfall of D plus 2 the nortiern spproaches to the airfisld were
seized. On the followin; dasy the fgiressor reacted with a sharp counter-
atbrek which drove the 2d Division back about one mile all a2long the
fronts, On D plus 4 the division launched its finsl drive; ground lost
the previous day was speedily reteken, and by 1200 hours, when the exercise
weg coneluded, the sttacking forces had penetrated to a point less toan
s mile from the nortiern liwits of the manesuver area.’!,lso

During the amphibious phezse, which contimued through D plus 1, 24
. Division operationg weresupporited by raval gunfire and rocket fire,
¥ire~support ships ard craft were divided into thres unitg~-one heavy
cruiger and two destroyers in direet support of the 23d BCT on the right
and one light eruiser and one destroyer in direct support of the 9th 5CT

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Throughout the exercise, units of Twelfth Air Force played an
irmportant role, engacing in a wide variety of tactical air activities.
First in point of time were the missions floun by the 12th Phobo
Reconnaissance Squadron and the 161st Tactical Reconnaissance Squadron.

On D minus L5, these squadrons began weekly recomnaissance f£lights over

the objective area, and on D minus 30 the frequency of these flishts

was increased to two per week. After D minus 1), missions were flown

as requested by the commander of the 2d Division, the purpose being

to observe and photosraph the location of Aggressor installations and
equipment and to spot troop concentrations and movement of enemy armor

and personnel along the roads leading to the Aliso Canyon area.32 In-
cluded during this latter period were missions #lown on D mings 1 znd Dedoy
to secure low-vertical and oblique phobos of the mznsuver area and of the
Oceanside coastal area, showing in detail any last minute changes in
Aggressor beach defensces and in dispositions farther inland.33 While

the 2d Division was in Mort Lewis, reconnaissance reports and photos

were delivered directly to division headgnarters. While the division

was afloat, reports and photos were delivered to the cormander, JEF, who
turned them over te the diV“iSiOIl.B L

Included in the concept of the cxercise were small scale airborne
operations. At H~hour minus 10 minutes on D-day, 27 C-h7's of the 62d
Troop Carrier Group dropped a paratroop battalion (simulated by dropping
two dummies per aircraft) on the Camp Pendleton Airfield, about 5% miles
inland from the beaches. On the following day, at 1200 hours, the group

execubed a glider drop of four gliders on the field used by 2d Division

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liaison planes. Simulabting the evacuatlon of wounded, two of these
gliders were snatched from the field by C-l7's at 1530 on D plus 1 and
the other two abt 0900 on D plus 2, Included also in the exercise were
another dummy paratroop drop at 0830 on D plus 3 on the Pendleton Air-
field# and a supply drop from a nine-ship formation on a drop zone marked
with panels by the 2d Bivision.35

Although actual fizhter operations did not begin until D-day, it
was assumed that prior to the landings fighters had carried out an
extensive alr superiority and interdiction program, the plan being to
isclate the assault area without revesling the exact locabion of the
attacks During the exercise itself the lst and 20th Fighter Groups and
the 99th Fighter Sguadron flew 16 counter~air sorties, 27 interdiction
sorties, and 288 close~support sorties. Fighter aircraft delivered counters
air strikes against Ageressor air installations, interdicted rail and
highway transportation lines, and supported the arphibious landings with
attacks against beach defenses. As the battle moved inland, fighters
struck at Aggressor gun positions and strong points in the path of the
attacking infantry. In addition, fighters maintained a conbinual patrol
over the beaches and furnished cover for troop carrier and bomber
operaticns .36

Working along with the fighbers, A~26's of the h7th Bombardment
Group and B-25's of the 617th Borbardment Squadron hit enemy airfields
and lines of comwunication, attacked enemy beach positions Just before H-
hour, and assisted the advance of the ground troops inland with strikes

at enemy defensive positions. Altogether, bomber aircraft flew 95

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. counter-air sorties, 17L interdiction sorties, and 188 close-support
sorties during the course of the exercise.37 Although the L7th Borbardment
Group was a night attack unit, no night missions were flown. Such
missions were eliminated because of a lack of radar control facilities
and because there was no nirht ground action except for patrol activity.
To provide realisiic bombing training, provision had been made for
bombers and fighters to drop 100~pound practice bombs on ranges near Bl
Centro, west of Aliso Canyon, just before proceeding on their missions
in the exercise ares. An excepbion was the lst Fishier Group. dJust bew
fore the maneuver AAF had informed the rroup that its P-80's were to
carry no exbternal lozd whatsoever, except for wing 'banks.3 8
Acting as Aggressor air were the #AF's L15th Night Fighter Smadron,
equipped with P-6lfs, and 4G 31, flying F7F's. Aggressor air did not
. operate as an organic part of the defending forces, and it had no over-all
comimander; Ll5th Kight Fighter Squadron operations were directed by
Twelfth Hir Force, and those of MAG 31 were controlled by Carrier Division
17. Seemingly, Aggressor air was used merely as a training aid, to add
realism bo the exercise., dJust before and just after H-hour, strikes
were made against landing craft; and as the fighting continued ashore,
24 Division personnel, tanks, mobor transport, and gun positions were
also atbacked, The destruction of Twelfth &ir force's tactical air
control center (LACC) on D plus 3 was probably the outstanding success
scored by Agsressor aircraft.39
4s was indicated earlier, the Wavy controlled all aircraft in the
objective area during the arphibious phase. Control was exercised by

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. Mb, HcKinleyas# The central poinb for aircraflt control was the joint
operations room, which corresponded generally to the joint operations
center established later ashore, In addition to the aircraft control
facilities the joint operations room contained a fire support coordination
center (PBCC) and a naval gunfire coordination cenbter. Xequests for
close-support strikes came from tactical air comtrol parties (TACP)
ashore over the tactical air request (TAR) net to the joint operations
rooms They were then relayed by the TAR net controller to the FSCG; here
they were processed by the Army G-2 officer and then turned over to the
naval punfire coordination officer, Requests were next passed on to the
Havy air coordination officer for final approval. If he gave his approval,
missions were given to the tactical air direction (LAD) net controller,
who controlled the aireraft during the strike, A tactical air coordinator

. (airborne), flying over the target area and working in conjunction with

For close-support missions thers were three VHF LAD nets=wone for Navy,
one for Marine, and one for &iF aircraft; these nets were controlled by
Navy, Marine, and AAF controllers respectively, worling under the Navy
air coordination officer, All aircraft--Navy, Marine, and 4iF--on combab
air patrol were conbtrolled over one netw-bhe fighter air direction net.ul

The Havy systen of control. obtained on D-~day and until 1700 hours on
D plus 1, when conbrol passed to Twelfth Air Force ashore, Bepinning
on D plus 2, and continuing through the balance of the maneuver, control

was carried out according bo orthodox AAF procedures. Each day a Pwelfth

by the 502d Tactical Control Yroup. This group established and operated
a TACC adjacent to the JOU in Aliso Canyons two LADS!s near Oceanside,
Just south of the maneuver area; and a three-station direction finding net,
with stations located at Vamp Fendleton, hount Palomar, and Santiago Peak.m"'
Landline and radio communications linking Twelfth Air #orce advance head=
quarters, the J0C, and the factical units were manned chiefly by persomnel
drawn from Minth Air Force. A few others were taken from the lst Fighter
Group, the 12th Photo Reconnaissance Squadron, the L77th Composite Group,
and the Harch Field Base Unit. Telephone and teletype systems at Twelfth
Air Force advance headquarters were operated by 3ixth fArmy. These warious
arrangements were necessary because no sirnal battalion, separate, Lactical
Air VYormand was assigned to the exercise and because Twelfth Air Force had
. no organic commnications units or personnel, except for one communications
chief assipned to its communication sc:.n::’c.:i.on.)"5
In assessing the over~all results of Exercise MOUNTAIN GOAT, Twelfth
Air ¥orce indicated that its staff officers and the participating wnits
had benefited preatly from the maneuver, The gtaff training .gained in the
exercise was particularly valuable since no one officer in Twelfth Adr
Foree headguarters was familiar with all aspects of an amphibious
operation, and only one officer had had any experience at all in planning
such ope-::*at'j_ons.j'L6 Participating units also gained valuable experience,
Those crew members who were combat veberans were able o brush up on
skills acquired during the war, and those who had never been in action
were given the opportunity to perform under simulated combat conditions,

. Of particuler importance was the provision, seldom made during maneuvers,
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. for fighter pilots and bomber crows 4o drep live bombs and armurdtion.
A1l in &ll, iielfth sdr Yorce judged the exercise well worth the time,
effort, and money expended.zﬁ

Similar satisfrotion was expressed by Sizth Army cnd by the ligvy. The
Sixth Army commander, General Hays, was of the opindon thet tue exercise
lied made the beot possible use of the training areas, equipment, :nd
foreces availaolble .48 Spesking at the critique, Admirgl Struble, commander
Lmppibious Forces, Pacific Fleet, praised the work of all ithe porticipants
and expressed the view buat bxercise MOULWILIN GOAT had set o pabtern for
future pesce~time ampaibious training exercises. The adwiral laid speci:l
stress on ti-e "splendid Air Support performance" of the LAF, lavy, and
Harine gir units, and he pointed oub that this performaice wes achieved
without a single c:a..sual’c,y.‘49

. To agsess the results of thls exercise it is necessary to go beyond
these penerel comments snd to examine in some detzil the legsons learned,
the mistakes that were mede, snd tae sugpestions that were oifered for
the correction of deficiercies. In tuls connection it is proposed first
to discuss plennirg, shortcomings and then to analysze findings relebive to
reconnaissance, trcop carrier, fiphter, and bomber opcreticns exd to
commurications.

Following the exercise it ves gensrally agreed thsl the major dilffi-
culty affecting planning wss the absence of amy broad directive from the
Joint Chiefs of Staff. Initicl plaanin, wa. decentralized to the
comranders of Sixth .xmy =nd fmppibious Forces, Pacific Fleet, and was

later expanded to include Iwelfth Alr Jforce. Lacking an over-all directive,

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each service arrived gt its own concept of the mapeuver, znd a concept
accepbable to all had to be worked ount during time~eonsuming confererces.
Genersl Old, the Twelfth .Jir Forece comrander, cbserved that because there
was no top-level directive, plenning was confused, and lacked real purpose
from Mgy until Cctober, a period during which there was doubt as o
whether the exercise would be held and 8 to whe would par‘hicip;te.ﬁl
Furtkermore, jrmy, havy, end AAF responsibilities were not ¢learly out-
lined, and until tze liost minute certain 44F commzrds were kept iu ike
dark as %o their role in the exercise,

Confusion in high-level plamming wes cspecislly harmful to Jiir Force
logistic planning. Air Nateriel Commend (4MG)}, for example, hed 10 com~
crete informstion on the mareuver unbtil 14 October, when the Twelfth Air
Force project olficer for the exercise flew to Wright Field ard personslly
briefed A-C's commending generel and outlined Twelltl Air Force require-
mente. Hophazerd plsnning contributed direectly to the only serlcus
Twelfth Lir force logistic deficiency of the exercise--the lgte arrivel
of communicabions equipment. Eecouse of uncerteinty as tc plans, Tzeticsl

Air Command was unable to assign a :upply priority to iwelfth fir Force

urtil 17 October, only a little more than a momth before D-day (25 liovemker).

As & consequence, communicztions equipment was late in arriving. It

wes not until 11 lovember thet the first shipment was received at larch
Field. Hguipment had to be rushed to the maneuver ares in its originsl
crates, without an scceptance check at lLarew Field. Suveh a cheek would
very likely heve prevented several of the eguipment failuwres that occurred

during the exercise. 52

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. The first tacticel operstions conducted by Twelfth iir Foree units

during Exercise MUULTATL GO.T were those flown by the 12th Froto Becon-
naissance Squadron snd the 1élst Tactlicel Reconngissance Squudron. The
photo and visusgl recomnsissance missions flown by these units, beginaing
on D minus 45 erd conbinuing throughout the exercise, were urdifornmly
satisfactory. The Aggressor build-up pricr to D-dsy wes kept under close
surveillance, and during tne actual problem in Jliso Cunyon low-level
puotograriy and observation provided -ital information for the ground
commander wnd in addition furnished 75 percent of the targets selected
for air strilzes.53

Exercise MOUVsTh GOT was elso an important test for recommsissarce
persormel and equipment. Jor experienced pilots the exercise was scmetiing
in the nature of a refresher course, und for the inexperienced it provided

. volusble practicsl training. For the ¥P-£0, the reconnsissance version

of the P-80 yet, it was the fir.t fest uncer simuleted combat concitions.®

A1l in all, the recornaigsance units were well pleased with the results
of the maneuver. However, the 16lst Tsctlcel Reconneissance Squadron felt
that the inadequate maps used in bhe exercise were a serlcus handlcape
The only gridded maps available to the squadron were 1:i23,000 sccle--g
scale touv large to be used comfortsbly in the FP-80 coclipit. In tne
relatively smoll meneuver grem, it was believed, maps of @ scale 1:62,500
would have been much more satisfactory.

Ilthough the 1€lst Tacticsal Reconnsiesance Squedron was well satisfied

with the air-ground commuvication. set-up for the exerci.e, a coutrary

gtated thut beezuse of feilure to provide a sepasrzte sir-ground commmicatlon
channel for reporting the results of LLF recormaisssnce, the 24 Division
commznder did not receive prompitly the information gained on these
nissions.55 This problem was particularly serious on D-dgy and D plus 1,
while the Lavy was in control of air. Un D-day the VHF frequencies on
the control ship were so jermed by reconnalssance reports from AdF sircreft
that the havy direeted that all reconrsissance would be handled by Lavy
aircraft, wiaich wvers equipred with more Vh& chemnels.” Unfortunately,
lgvy air recomneicserce extended only a few miles inland from the beach-
head; the 2d Division commander wes tlus deprived of all deep reconnaissance
informgtion on D-day ard D plus 1, wihile at the ssme time the air commender
vas deprived of mmch profitszble target infomation.5 6

. Jrborne oporations, whlch included parztroop drops on D-day end D
plus 3 and a resupply drop on D plus 3, were well executed; liming was
good, zud in each case the drop zone was idt accursbely.

The mout serious eriticism that cezn be leveled ot alrborne operstions
in this excreise is thet they were elmout ccrpletoely lecking in realisme.
lo airborne troops were assigned to ithe msneuver, and troop cearrier zir-
eraft dropped dumzies rether then perstroops. Moreover, the drops were
not worked in logiecslly with the emphibious sssault znd the ground advance.
411 drops were made on the Pendleton airstrip to lacilitate the recovery

of prracimtes, with the tectical situation e secondsry conslderaticn.

% lavy sircreft hed 10-chaimel WHF equipment; for the ALF only the
P~i0's, P=6lts, tnd 4=-26'g hed as many as & charnels; its other rcireraft,
ag a rile, had only 4.

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The resupply drop on D plug 3 was periicularly unrealistie. On D
rlus 3 there vere no iscleted troops in need of supplies; hWy this time
tie 2d Division had sdvanced beyond the Fendleton eirgtrip and their
supply lines were intzet. It appsars thet eny additiomal supplies
scheduled to he delivered by alr would more loglezlly have been airlanded
at the FPendleton gtrip rather than droppeds To Iwelfth Air Force it
seered that alithovgs this drop was plsonned to democnstrate the troop
carrier role in resupply, it was done at the expense of violsting sound
tactical procedure. Twelfth Air Force observed further that at least
some of this lack of realism could nave been avoided by sending zirborne
advisers to 2d Division headquarters and Twelfth iair Force headquarters
bo esgist in plarcim the girborne oper@tions.ﬁ

Fighter and fighter-bomber activity represenled the major .iir Force
contribution to Ixercise KOUWTAIHN GOAT. These operstions, in contrast
with airborne operzbions, were well conceived, realisticslly planned,
and conducted according to sound opersbional procedures. Tactical
formation flying, dive-bombing, and strafing were generally carried oub
with skill and precision. Participation in the exercise was a valuable
experience for the fighter units involved. 4The lst Figider Group, for
exanmple, reported that the exercise gave the group a greabt deal of practice
in formation flying; tust it brougud home to pilots who had had little
previous practicgl experience the importarce of air disecipline, botk in
flyine and in radio~telephone procedure; end that the unit benefited
grestly from training received in controlled intercept misscions cnd

controlled pin-point target strikes.58

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. liost of the csdverse critieiem directed at tlhie performance of fighters
and fighter-bombers stemmed from the arbifieislities and simulations that
are perhaps of necessity found in any training exercise. The asuumption
that the attickers had air superiority, coupled with the luck of acbual
opposition by Aggrescor wireraft cnd entleireraft artillery, spparently
prompted friendly sireract to unse tactics that would probebly have proved
fatal vnder battle conditions. FPilots fregquently made low-level fliphts
ab reduced speeds, showing a complete disregerd for Aggressor simulated
sntigireralt fire. It was noted &lso thet fligidh leaders, while in flight,
eharged their bomb loads (simuleted) to suit the particular terget being
at’tacked.sg

fccording to Twelfth Air Force, umnsecessarily strict safety regulotions
governing cir-{o-air combat mrde this aspeet of the exercise unrealistic.

. The imposition of o 590=yard safety limit for breairing off interceptions
tended to encourase slopzy bceties, and the precision necessary to make a
kill was often lacking. It was felt thrt o 200 to 300-yard safety linit
would have largely corrected this situation.éo A gimilar conclusion vas
reached by the chief ir umpire, win poinbed out that tue large safety
Lgrgin for breake-off made it difficuli to determine the results of sir
battles. He bellieved that attacks should be prezsed until they ere at
lezgt within range of the weapons employed. Attacks would thwus be more
closely coordinated, snd evasive tactics wiuld be more pronounced; by
nore nearly approximcting actual warfere, betier training would be
provided for pilots znd crews .61

Bomberdment operztions during ixercise MULTAIN GOAT appear to have

. been quite satlsfactory. The only deviation from the noritel employment
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of bombardment airersft wrs the uwse, on D plus 3, of the 47th Eombordment
Group's 4-26's as fighters in eclose-pupport missions. On D plus 3 the
P~51's of tihe 20th Fightter Group had been grounded for replacement of
Tfuel selector valves, aud tie /-26's carried out cloce-support call
micsions in their place. Control was maintained sund minsions were dirscted
in the same manncr s for z flight of four fighter airerafi. Llthouh
the A-26 pilots Liad hed no previous training in this work, the resulis
were considered cxeellemt. Flights were brought in promptly, targets
were loewted accurstely, end strikes were executed with efficiency znd
precislon. It was pointed oub thut if tuese A-26's had been eguipced
with gun noses, mounting fourteen 50~czliber mecliine guns, and hed carried
5" HV:R rockets, a terrific emount of fire power would have been available
to the asssult forces. If there had been strony eremy air opposition and
well-orgenized antiaircraft defenses, however, the A-26's, being sglower
and less memeuvergble then fighters, would likely heave sustained heavy
losaes.62
In discusging its role in tle exercise, tie 47th Bombardment Group
sbressed the need for gre ter emphasis -n evading enemy sntisircraeflt
fire., Simlgbed antlairer:ft gun positions, plobted by tae A-2, Twelfth
Lir Force, were posied on lue froup's flak map and were considered well
placed around tergets and important lznd merks. These positions were
cinoldered in selecting routes for all micsions. iHovever, pilois freguently
did not teke proper evagive action. It was recommended that in future
exercises umpires be pleced gt 211 simileted snbtiaircraft pocitions to
evaluate the percentzge of losses dus to failure to talie such sction.

Llso noted was the teudency on the pert of navigetors and bombardiers o

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. use large towns, eirficlds, end importint beilt-up l-ndmerks for
navigetionsl snd bombing, refersnce points. in combct such structures
and ingtalletions would likely bte heavily defended by antiaircroft
wegpons, m king their uce s refererce pointg, if approasched too closely,
extremely haz:1rdous-63

Probably the cutstanding deficiencies in Exereige LOUWTATH GQ.T lay
in the field of compunicstions. In general, the LiF communications for
control of air strikes were very effcetive; the Iwelith Air Force report
on the exerclse makes reference to the excellent high frequency radio
contact between tie Tu0C, the TALC, and tho TiCk's. 4 Howover, in the
matter of eommunications for the regucsting of sir strikes there was much
error and confusion. Woile control was aflost cnd the havy system for
requesting strikes wes in effect,¥ thers was little difficulty; and on

. one occacion a strike was made only four znd one-half minutes after the
request was ini‘bia‘hed.65 But when control passed to Twelfth .4dr Force
ashore, there were gigns of serious deficiencies in communications and
procedures for reguestin, alr swpport.

lost of the trouble in thie regard stemmed from the failure of Sixth
Army to provide a signsl company, aivr-ground lisiscn. According to
normal ALF procedure, requessts for air strike came through ground chamnels
by means of faeilities furnished by this compsny. In this exercise, while
the Havy was in control of a.r, regquests for air sirikes came through air

channels from the TiCP's 1o the comtrol silp over s taetic:l air reguest

Lifter lwelfta adr
J'orce sgsvmed control, the TICGP's, in accordance with a4l doctrine, were
to have been responsible for control only, and all requesis were to lave
come throush ground force chamnels.

These chacncls would normolly have been provided by a signzl company,
air-grouad licilon. Since none was meoipned to the excrcise, the only
facilities for reguestin: striltes were the reguler commund chemnels from
battadion ko regiment, to divicion, end finglly to the gireground operations
section of tue 400, These cosmnels, at lesst wp tirouh division, were
usually crowded witis tueir regular traffic; and it wes decided, under
these circumstances, to have the TLCP's contimme requesting uir strikes.
lowvever, no geparsis radio clemmel was provided, and reguests had to be
nade over tle game churnel the TILCP's were using for combrol. The use of

. the same frejuency for both air-regquest cund sir-control traffic caused a
great degl of delay snd confusion, and it veas not until D plus 3 that
an additional frequency was assiined.

The Twelfth Air Jorce repsrt for the exercise sheds furither lifht on
tuls matter. This report stztes that comumundections witkdn the ground force
air-ground operations .ywtem was cne of the major problexm. of tue exercise.
Initicily, Sixth Army was under the inpresusion that it wes the reospomsibility
of Twelfth Air Jorce to ret up air-reguest communicetions to tie G-2 Alr
and G=3 Lir gb tie 400, 4t a joint conference Sisxth Srmy £inally conceded
that the grouwrd forees showld provide these communicetions. [wever, only

one HF redio freguency and one lani-line telephone between the 24 Division
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. CP and the JCC were furnished, and one officcr was assigped to the «(C

to funetion as toth G-2 Jir axrd G-3 Eir.é7
The Twelfth Jir Force roport noted clco that the 2d Division did not

provide separote slir-request communicoticms faeilities; rcguects bad to
come up througe regular operctional and aduinistr:tive circuits. Leacking
separcte fecilitier, the eir-ground operations systen comrawmications were
continuelly close to breukdown. In ome case, for exaryle, = LICP was
crupih attempting to Yetewl" airersft. .Jn KCT commander, instead of
sending iis requect through ground chanmels to division, instructed the
TLCP to eonteet & fligut of sireralt directly. Vhen asked for an explansiion,
tiis officer stated that the regular commurdcations to divisiou were
overleoaded and tiuwt the T:OF wes the only other means of getiirng lds
request tLrough.éS

. This expedient, it should be noted, 1&s comreay to AZF clundard
procedure. Basieslly, the use of tidse expediewt and the eirewmstences
that prompied it reflected & lack: of understanding by tne ground forces
ol the funciions of the signal coupary air-ground licison end of the
vitel necessity for & rapid flow of informstion to wnd from the G-3 Alr
at the 400 over the separate ground force cucancla {furnished by this
compary. 4t was difficult, soid Twelfth iir foree, o make the lower
grourd force units undergband the neeessity for filterir; thelr air
requests through their own ki ner levels of commamd. Wien requests were
sert direct, through the TACP's, there was no opportunity for pround

commanders &b verions eciielouns to supervise tie requests or, if need ke,

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to veto tuem. There vas o means, for cxanple, whereby the divicion
corniznder could select for forverding Lo the o0 those requests that
were most urgent from ihe gtandpoint of ithe over-&ll ground situation.

uge of ground force chornels for requests whetler control was afloat or
sshore, bub ne offcred no eviderce to support this Cl&i]}l.eg Eoth systems,
Vavy ard .«F, were battle tested in Uorld lar II and bobta proved effeective.

operations were flanking or diversionary moves calculated to asgist or
speed up that mission, For FORTREX it was asscumed that the Aggressor
had overrun the western land mass of Burasia and parts of the northern
and northwestern coasts of Africa, He had then withdrawm from the
coastal area, leaving occupation forces to guard against possible United
States' reaction, The PORTREX operation was to consist of an invasion
of Aggressor-held territory by United States forces, The point of
attack was to be Vieques Island, and it was assumed that this island was
actually a peninsula extending out from the western coast of Africa,

The amphibious attack was not, as in MOUNTAIN GOAT and SEMINOLE, a feint
or a flanking rove incidental to a larger operation; ra‘t:her, this attack
was the opening phase of a large-scele invasion, The amphibious assault
was to be followed by a drive inlsnd intended to secure the Vieques
Ypeninsula" as a major base for strategic air operations against the
e;nem:,r.33

It was further assumed that the Aggressor held, in addition to
Vieques, the eastern part of Puerto Rico and the islands of Bermuda,
Culebra, and St, Croix, For defense of these holdings it was estimated
that the Aggressor was employing one infantry division and that one of
ite regiments, reinforced with artillery and armor, was occupying Vieques,

Aggressor naval strength in surface vessels was limited to a few partol

The passage of the invasion fleet from Horfolk to Vieques was
made tactically, and during the entire voyage the invasion force was
harried by Aggressor submarines and aircraft., Aggressor submarines
were waiting off Norfolk on 25 February, and they made persistent attacks
on the invasion convoys all along the route to Vieques. Convoy anti-

submarine warfare (ASW) protection was furnished by the hunter-killer

AThis area wes deseribed by a circle of 4O miles radius with

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foree, made up of the escort carriers iMindoro and Palau and two squadrons

of destroyers, Long-range ASW coverage was provided by Norfolk-based

The D-day landings took place substantially as called for by
the revised plans, Initially the assaultes on Red and Blue Beaches had
very rough going in the face of sturdily constructed beach barriers,
and it was several hours before these defemnses could be breached and
the drive inland proceed, On the other hand the hastily improvised
landing at Yellow Beach, on the Aggressor left flank, was extremely-
successful, Complete surprise was achieved; troops of the 15th Infantry
advenced rapidly some li,000-5,000 yards and were finally halted not by
the defenders but by the 'ump:i.z:'es.Ll

Operations by the airborne battalion were hampered considerably by
the change in H-hour from 0900 to §930 and by the delay at the beach
barriers, Because of thesg factors the battalion hzd to fight alone -
longer than had been anticipated, and it was not until 1025 hours that
contact was made with the 30th RCT, atbacking north from Red Beach,
Also conbribubing to the delay in linking up the airborne apd amphibious

troops were the high actual jump casualties sustained by the paratroops,
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and an Aggressor counterattack, carefully prepared and rehearsed and
supported by 11 tanks, which hit the airborne battalion less than 30
minutes after the drop and inflicted heavy 1osses.*h5

Following the delsys and diffieunlties of D=day morning the attack
inland made slow but steady progress, 3By nightfall the Tth RCT, on the
right, had reached a point aboub one and one=half miles inland from Blue
Beach, and the 30th ROT had made a similar gain on the lefs, to the
north of Red Beach. Comparable gains were made all along the iine on D
plus 1, On D plus 2, however, the attackers werc held to advances
averaging less than cne-half mile, The outstanding feature of this day’s
operations was an exceptionally well-executed Aggressor tank raid,
carried out late in the ai‘t'érnoon, which broke through %o the landing
force command post and service instdlabions on the beaches before being
repulsed, To give Army troops a much needed rest, an amis.’c.ice wan
declared at 1700 Lours on D plus 2, ZEarly in the morning on D plus 3
(11 March), action wzs resumed; and by 0900 hours, when Exercise PORTREX
ended, the invading foree had pushed the enmemy into a pocket in the
northwest corner of the maneuver a.rvs:a,.h6

Although air operations in the objective area did not begin until
D minus 7, Air Force action carried out in commection with the exercise
began long before that date. DBegimning on 23 January and continuing
through 23 February HB-26's of the 1624 Tactiesl Reconnaissance Squadron

took photos of the eastern half of Vieques Island.’l These photos kept

They alforded
worthnidle exporience in tae plerning eund conduct of Jjoint ampaitious
opergtisne und Lelpoed to preserve tue ikills ard teconigues locrned wb
preat coot during world Ver II. Interservice coopcration wag oute
starnding; and olthou_h in each excrclise there wes & scricus divicion
between the Lir force and thc lavy over the protlen of command, control,
wnd employment ol «r forces, tie dicpube e in cacu cape conlined to
the plamning phuse, ard the omireives tuiemzclvie vore rurlked by team-
work and haviony.

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cormunications and control procedures and facilities. A large proportion

of the reconnaissance deficiencies can be traced to a lack of under-

_standing of the proper employment of jet reconnaissance aircraft or io

inadequate equipment used by these aireraft. In Exercise SELTMLE, for
example, pin-point photography was largely neglected despite the fact
thet the FP-80 wag especially well suited for this task. During the
period when the recomnasissance effori was under Navy control in POinnf,
AF-80's were kept orbiting onwsitation for long periods of time, waiting
for targets to be ascigned, a procedure that was unrealistic in light
of the hign fusl consumption that is characterisiic of jet aireraft.

As for equipment, it was found in Exercise MOUNTAILL GOAT that the
maps provided for reconnaissance pilots were of too large a scale to
be used comfortably in the FP-80 cockpit. llore serious were the dif-
ficulties reconnalssence uniis experienced with their outmoded camers
equipment. Exercises SKINOLn and POniauX revealed a pressing need for
the development of cameras with faster exposure intervalsfr use in
high-speed jet reconnmisgance aireraft. It is difficult to understand
why, at least by 1950, wnen PO.L.wX was conducted, such cameras were
not aveilable.*

Airborne operstions were incorporated into only two of these
exercises~MOUNTAIN GOAT and POalauX, In bobtn exereises the performance
of ‘the troop carrier umits, so far as the actusl drops were concerned,

was outstanding. The only exception was the drop by the smell artillery

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serial in PORIREX, Otherwise, the drops were made sccirately and almost
exactly on time. The Alr Force record, tihen, was a good one. Dbut the
over-gll results of airborne operations were unsatisfactory. In LOUWTAIN
GOAT lack of reglism is the main criticism. Only dummies were dropped;
the waole operation was not worked in logically with the ground situation,
and tne drop zore for the dummy drops of paratroops and supplies was
chogen chiefly to facilitate recovery of paracrutes rather than to conform
with the realities of the ground battle. In PCHIHsX, a series of mis-
fortunes—~-losses ‘to sntiaireraft fire, heavy asctual jump casuslties,
gn wmexpected delay in l-hour for the amphibious assauit, and serious
losses inflicted by the maneuver enemy--combined to make the operation
& near fiasco.
lany of these deficiencies resulted from the cholce of mansuver
areas unsuited for realistic setion by airborne forees. Other factors
vere tie lack of suffiecient care in the selection of drop zones srnd the
leck of thorough joimt plamning. Sound planning is, of course, reguired
for success in any field of erndeavor, militery or otherwise. To secure
the high degree of coordiration necessary in an sirborne-ampidbious
ageavlt, it is espeeially importent tuat plans be painstakingly drawn
to cover every contingeney. This is & truiem that was too often ignored
in thLe preparations for sirborne operations in these exercises.¥
Revealed in these exerciseg alse was a wide variety of shortcomings

in the field of communiestions and control. Operstions by Lighter and

were hondicapped by 2 lack of sufliclent air-ground raodio chennels.
In £]1 of the exercises congiderable diffieuliy wae experienced-with
rader equipment used in the detection of enemy aircraft. Nost of the
trouble lay in the faulty sitipg of this eguipment and in its inability
to track fusteflying jete. In Exercise SEMIKCLE, for exmrple, it was
the exception rather tran the rule when fggressor aireraft were detected
by radar before the} reached the beach area. And in all of the exercises
ground~controlled interception (GCI) was seriously hampered by ineffective
radar ¥

Fgilure of early-werping and (CI rader wes the most significent
commurications deficiency to appear in taese exercices. 4 similar failure
in combat could easily bring defeat. Amphibious operations are extremely
vulneratle to atlack, and thus their success depends in large measure
on a very high degree of sir superiority. To gain and preserve this
superiority, enemy air must be sitruck conbinually ct ite sowrce--at
ite home bases. In addition, air defense within the objective arca must
be virtuelly letter-perfect. Without effective radar, carable of giving
adequate warning and of comtrolling interception, such & defense is
impossible. It ghould be noted also that the vulnerebllity of amphibious
operations has been vastly increased by the advent of jet aireraft and,
more importantly, by the developme.t of mass destruction wespons. In

the face of an enemy eguipped with such aireraft smd weapons it would

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seem that amphibious operstions misht well be impossible witkout a vast
inprovement in radar detection and control egquipment.

Important also were certein problems that arose in connection with
fecilities and procedures for requesting arvd controlling close-guppord
strikes. In LOL.TAIL GOI, after conlrol of air pasced to the LAF ashore,
tacticel air control parties (TACF) were uged to request air support
degpite the fect thal ithey are primerily a econtrolling rather then s
requegbing sgency. Violation of standard procedure, in this case, could
be laid at the door of the frmy, which had failed to acsign to the
exercise a signal company air-ground liaison, whose function it was o
provide air reguest communications for the ground forces. Air Force
control of air operaticns In SEMILILE broke down completely on cne
occasion because of air-ground comrwmications failure at the tactical
eir direction center (TADC), and for a short period comtrol had to be
returred to the havy.

Ihe ma,or defect in the .Lir Force control system in POrihEX lay in
the performence of the T.CP's, Instead of landing witkh the grouvnd units
they were to support, Air Force T4ACF's joined these units later, on
the third dsy of operstions asltore. The joln-up was so long delayed
bhat the TACP's saw action for ordy a very short pericd and thus gaired
little experience from the exercise. Nor did the Air sforce TACP thatb
took part in the airborne operation pull ite full weight. here the
chief eriticism was that this conitrol party did not ,ump with the airborne
battalion but, rather, joined it non-tactically after the drop. For

the smphibious operation provision should have been made for placing the
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TACP's with the ground units before the landing, and a TACF saould bave

~amped with the airborne force. If these measures had been taken, TACP's
would have received better training, and close air support would have
been more effective.

Obviously, there was & congidereble lack of reelism in the employ-
ment of TiCP's, particularly in Exereise FORlwX. Also unreslistic was
the menner in which Air Force control installations were set up on shore.
In OUWWTALR GOLT certain redar faeilities were located outside the
maneuver area, and all ALF conitrol equipment was placed in position
eghore prior to the amphibious lending. A similar procedure was followed
in SEMILOLE, The TADC was set up before the actual lending, and it was
assumed that it came asbore at & logicel time during the early stages
of the assault. In PORTREX, TADC equipment and vehicles were assault
landed, but the move across the beaches was adminisirative rather than
tactical J*

This wareelistic movement of tectical contrel faeilities was
especislly unfortunste from the standpoint of joint logistic training.
These exercises were marked by a nmmber of troublescome .Lir Force logistic
problers ,,l but periaps even more serious was the failure to provide
training and experience in the field of joint logistics. In a joint
amphibious operation most Air Force logistic activities con be handled
within the normal Air force logistic support structure or under joint

policy ag set forth in existing joint directives and publications. 4

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notable exception is the discharge of Air Force supplies, personnel, and
equipment across the beeches. In this area the Air Force lacks the
capability to provide adeguate logistic support, and tiis problem is
not covered in existing directives and publications. How this matter
can hest be handled is presently under consideration by the ¢oint
Amphibious Board. Seemipgly, this guestion might well have been explored
also in these joint treining exercises.

It is vegrettable that the joint exercises considered here sived
no light on this problem. In none of these exercises was there anything
approaching full play of logistic activities taat require joint action.
Since the exerciges were all of very short duration, they did not include
a poste-sssault or base development phase; and 1ittle follow-up suprort
was required by bLhe forces that went ashore. In all of these exercises,
however, 2ir Force tacticel control facilities did operate ashore for a
brief pericd. Here, then, was an opportunity to test procedures and
develop doctrine for the movement of Air Force supplies, personnel, and
eguipment across the beaches. Unfortunstely the services passed up
this opportunity. As has been pointed oub, Air Force tactical conirol
facilities in Exercises MOUNIATN GOAT and SEHMINILEL were not taken in
over the besches; ratner, they were moved into position overland before
the exercises got under way. Albthough in PORTREX these facilities were
moved to Viegues Island by ship, their personnel and equipment were
discharged across the beaches nontacticelly, under umpire control.

A1l of these exercises were so compressed in tiwe thet it was perbaps

impossible to deal with this problem reslistically. But by increasing

.
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the duration of the ashore phase and by the use of more foresight and

imasgination in plamning, it does seem that the logistic play involving
joint action could have been given a more prominent place. At the very
least it would sppesr that by such measures the joint logistic activities
conrnected with the movement of tacticel control feeilities could have

been carried out in more realistic feshion. Tactical comtrol group
personnel wovld heve benefited greatly from the experience of landing,
moving across the beaches, znd positioning their equipment much as they
would in combat. And gll of the services would have gained a fund of
knowledge relative to the discherge of vitel fir Force comtrol insteliations

acrose ‘the beaches in an emphibious operation.

In addition to the findings slresdy summerized, there were &
mmber of findings that are related peculiarly to joint smphibious
operations in which both Navy end Air Force eir participste. From the
experience of these exercipes it is evident th.t there sre several
pointe of difference between the two services th:t snould te resolved
if they are to work together with macdlmum effectiveness.

Tevealed in these exercises were important deficiencies in com-
minicgtions, in procedures for close~suppost operations, and in basie
amphibious doctrine. In g1l of the exercises communicabtions problens
were needlessly multiplied because of the varistion between Navy and

Air Force commurnications equipment snd procedures. The obvicus arsver
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to this problem lies in a greater degree of standsrdization. .After
Exercise NMOULTATw GOAT May. Gen. W.D. Old, Iwelfth fir rorce commander,
observed that Wine Jesson we pust tske from this operation is that we must,
2t once, gtanderdize our corpunications equipment go that we can work
together from the shart." That there was little progress in this
direction during the ensuing three years is epparcut from the corment
made after POsThiX, in the invasion commander's communications repors,
thet except for the wigpsl Corps radio (SCR) series "there is little
interchangesbility of major components of communicztions equipment
between the servicesg.Y

These exercises suffered alsc from a lack of standardizetion in
communications procedures. voint comunications procedures have been
set forta in the joinmt Avmy-Havy-Air Porce puklicetions {JANAF) series
put out by the <oint Comamicstions-Electronics Committee urnder the
Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS). After they are fully approved at JCS level,
the JANAP's are binding on the services when they are conducting joint
operations. Intra-gervice use of these publications 1s not, bowever,
required. Within toe navy the JANAP's are universally the controlling
commnications directives; but because of the belief theb certain JAuAP's
viclate Air Force doctrine, they have not been given the same broad
application within the Air Force. .JAs a result, wuen the iAir Force in
these exercises engaged in joint training with the other services, 4ir
Force personnel were at a corsiderable disadvantage. TIrained in the use
of cne set of procedures, they nad to employ another and sometimes cone

flicting set during these joint operabions.

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. Important slso were differences in Air force and Navy procedures

governing cloge-support operations. Outstending in this comnection was
toe lack of a coron method for reguesting air strikes. Uader the Air
Force system requeste go up through ground force channels, through eamch
najor ground echelon, to the joint operations center; snd TACP'g are
used primarily for ‘control. Acecording to Havy procedure TACH's request
as well as control close-cupport strikes. Heguests are sent over air
channels directly to the control center ani are merely monitored by
T&CP's at higher ground echelons on a silence gives consent basis. Tae
Air Force believes that its system enables the ground commanders at each
level to check reguests corefully and to select and send forward those
request. that are mwost urgent in view of the over-zll ground situation.
The Navy holds that in its system the monitoring of requests aliows

. for sufficient supervision by the ground commanders, end it believes
that its system is faster and thus more effective.

Loth systems werc used in tnese exercises; Mavy procedures obtained
while it was in control of air, and Alr Force procedures went into effect
after control was passed ashore. There is nothing in tie record of the
exercises to indicate clearly that one methbod was superior to the other.
byt there is much evidence that the ground forees, in particulsr, were
disturbed and confused by the differences in tre two systems. Inis is
understandable; the ground forces have a primery interest in tne matter

of requesting close supgort pirike., and tue requirenent that they operate,

within the space of a very few days, under two completely dirferent

. -ll—a !I‘III(-
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srrangements represented sometling of a hardship. After each of the
exercises ground foree participants stressed the need for developing
a uniform request procedure. It was believed tkat by eliminating the
change~over from one sy stem to the other during the course of an
operation, an important source of misunderstanding and confusion would
be removed.

The mogl si.pificant of a1l the differences betweer the Air Force
and the Navy lay in the field of amphibious doctrine. In this study the
doctrinel controversy was deemcd to be of gufficient importance to merit
treatuent in a separate chapter,®* and consequently only the hignlighis
will be reviewed Lere.

During the planning period for each of the exerclses examined in
tihis study there was a disagreenment between the Air Force and the havy
over the problem of command structure as 1t pertained to control of
air operstions. Underlying this dispute wae a fundamenial cleavage
over doctrine., The iavy, kolding to doctrine based largely on its
World Wer II Central Paeific experience, believes strongly thabt in
amphibious operations control of air should be vested in the joint
amphitious tagk force commander, s navel officer. Tnis officer exercises
over-ell control through his tactical air commander (havy), a staff
officer, During the progress of the operation, however, tiae joint
amphibiocus task force commander msy assign to the kavy attack force

commander contrcl of air employed in hie support. After the amphibious

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. troops commander sets up control facilities ashore, control is passed
to Lim.

The key to the Havy concept is that air is only one of several
supporting weapons end theat although it has special capabilities, these
are not, in sn amphibious operation, so unigue as to reguire for air
& specisl or independent status. Control of air operations is assigned
by the lavy to the surface couuander, first afloat and later asnore,
beczuse of the firm conviction that he is ultimately responsible for
success or foilure and that theorefore he must be given direct control
of g1l supporting weapong, including air.

For the period of these exercises Air Force views on amphibious
doctrine are someucet more difficult to define, for at that time (1946w
1950) the Air Force had no officiul position or mapusl on this subject.

. Eut the 4ir Force did hold to certain basic principles derived to a
congiderakle degree from its World wWar II experience in North Africa,
the Mediterrsnesrn, and Burope. Included, of course, was & broad ex-
perience in amphibious operatiocss in thosze theaters.

The Afr Force, then, did have at least some unofficisl views on
ampkibious warfare smd doctrine. It believed that s joint task force
commander should be a unified commander—-that is, that he should command
the components of kis foree not directly btut through the ground, naval,
and air componeat commanders of the ,oint task foree. ALl aire--iir

Force, Navy, and Msrine--should ke placed under an air component cormander,

& coequal of the ground and navel component commanders. Under this
exrangemernt also there would be ne pareceling out of comirol of air or

. passing of control from one surface coumander to another during the

ARy
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. progress of an operation; rather, the sir component coumander would be
in conlrol from bepginning to end.

The basic principles underlying this position were thal air power
should not be subordinated to surface pouver, that air power i, & unity
and that it should pot be subjected to divided control, that its out=
standing charecteristics are mobility ard flexibility, and that it is
most effective when employed en masse. The Air Force belicved thet its
views on command in smphibious operations were consigtent with these
principles and thal Navy doctrine failed to take these priuneciples
sufficiently into arccount.

For the amphibious phase of each of these exercises Navy doctrine
governed, and a commapd structure was estallished based on that doctrine,

. Duripg the grovnd phase that followed, air-ground operations were
conducted in harmony with standard Air Force procedures and under co-
equel ground and air commznders., Bub except for the fact that control
of air was not passed to the amphibious trcops commarder, the amphibious
phase was carried out in accordance with kKavy principles.

In each of these exercises the Air Force accepted, albeit reluctantly,
a command structure that violated basle Air force concepts. The most
important factor contriluting to this situation was the failure of the
Air Force to set forth precisely and concretely its views on auphiblous

doctrine., lacking a manval or at least a written and official Air

Force position, sir force planners sitting with the bavy at the plarming

conferences for these exercises were at a serious disadventage. havy
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doetrine, on the other hand, was clearly and ably set forta iz manuals
published in 1946 and 1947; ard Lavy representstives, bargaining rrom

a position of strength in this regard, prevailed at the conference table.
In each case, also, the command stracture thet was established set a
precedent, o precedent that served to bolgter and solidify the lLavy
position.

There appears 1o be no finsl answer as to woy the .Lir Force, after
World .er II, neglected for so long to construct & formal doctrine on
amphribious werfare. But there are two factors in particular that may
have delayed this projeet. In the first place there was the tendency
on the pert of the Air forece, cspecially between the end of World War
Il and the beginning of the wer in Korea, to emphasize strategic air,
and to a lesser extent air defense, and to neglect tacticsl air. Air
operations cerried out in eon,unction with amphibious operations are
esgentinlly tacticezl in nature, and the cssigmrent of a low priority
to tactical air had an inhibiting effect on the formulstion of an
amphibious doctrine. In the second plece there seems 4o have been
considerable doubt within the Adr Force as to waether, in the Fvture,
amphibious operations would be feasible agzingt «n enemy possessing msss
destruction wegpons. Tuls climate of doubt was bound to breed a certain
amount of indifference toward ti:e problem of establishing an amphibious
doctrine,

Eignt years after the close of World War II the Air foree finally

made its doctrinal posilion elear, wien in September 1953 it issued

Alr force Manuel 1-5, Air Operations in Conjunction wita Amphibious
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. Operations, Jith the publication of this manual the Alr Force put its
house in order and furniched whet was lecking during the period of these
exercigeg--authoritetive backing for .Lir Force spokesmen disecuscing
problems of commend relaticnships and doetrine witn represemtatives of
the lavy.*
5till to be solved, Lowever, is iLe problem of creating a joint
doctrine. Since late in 1951 the Joint Amphibicus Eoard has been
wrestling with this problem withoub success. The pubilication of air
Force Hanual 1-5 bas no doubt strengthered the position of the .ir Force
menmbers of that board. Eut it is diffieult ¢ sce how tie basic con-
cepte embodied in tuls manual could be acceptable to the Lavy; and in
1ight of the fundamentel differences between hsvy and Air Force doctrine,
egpecially in the mstter ol command structure as it relutes o control
. of air, tke problem of arriving at a ,oint doctrine appears to be well=
righ insoluble. Uevertheless, the efforts to resolve these differences
must conbinue, for 1o aduit defeat and to hope that in the event of war
these problems will somehow work thermselves out is to court disaster.
The shorteomings of trnese exerciges thet sterned from interservice
differences ip cormunications, in procedures for requssting close zir
support, and in doctrine could not, of course, have been corrected by

the Alr Force acting unilrterslly. These problens were capuble of

solution only Iy ,cdnd action or, failing this, Ly arbitrary decision
gt toe bi;rhegt level. Bub it doss appecr thet the 2ir Jorce could
have tsken nore positive ecltion to correct its own deficiencies. Tue

same or gimiler mistakes in such areas as reco.rmmissance, and coruunications

. ¥ See App. 7.
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and control occurred in at least two, and some of thew in all three,
of these exercises. This situwtion leacnes the lesson thet man does
nob aubomsbicelly learn from cxperience. The repetition of mistakes
can be avoided only by comscious end intelligent effort, and it is
importeit to coumsidor, witi respect to training exercises, the steps
that csu be tcken in tihie direction.

Sxereige reports sbovld be carefully writiten and should inclevde Full
information as to defielencies along with reconmendations for their
correcticn. Following each exercise tkere should be a wide distrivution
of these repocty, acd a carelul check should be mede 0 insure that &1l
reports detailing the shortecomings of tne exercise reach and are excmined
by the units thet bud participated, 411 otlier units likely to be engaged
in similar exercisss or opcrations in the future should glso receive
and study these reporte. In addition, information ss to deficiencies
in aireraft, weaspons, and equipment, particulexrly reconnalssance and
comunications eguipment, should be passed on to Lhe agencics corcerned
for examinution and corrective action.

4 deterwined eflfort should also be nade to insure that the follow=
up stage of the training process 1ls not neglected., Maximum use of
exercice reports should be made at all levels of command by thoge
responsible for tie comstruction of individusl srd wnit training
programs, and wperever possible each exercise should he followed up
iumediulely with corrective troindng, oust before each exercise il
is customary to conduct pre-exercise treining. Here; it would scem,

is a furteer opportunity to review the nictokes of tre past and to take
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. Finally, it is exlrenely inportont that plammers, et el levels,
responegible for t.e preparction of iraining exercises review curefully
the findings of previous exercises. Arong the written ob,eclives of esaeh
exercise, planrmers should irclude the correction of specific mistakes
mace in tle previous exercise, ard plans should be so constructed as

4o conbtritute to this end.

Under most circumstances maphibious operations crr be conducted within
normzl theater cormond charnele acd relatiomships {see Chart 1), The
thecter conmgnder, under this arrwngement, is in direct comurnd of the
smphibious operation. The command structure is the same gs it is for
any other thezter opersziion, witn unified control vested in 1he thester
cormander and with centralized control of gir, pround, ond nsvel foreces
vested in esen of the respective componcnt comzanders. The tleater alr
cormznder ls regporsible for g1l air scctions, ineluding navel and Marine
gir participsiion.
